Part Three

Creating your own Documents/eBooks

Many of the free internet stories are works in progress from the Authors.

This means that many of them are available in parts or chapters. 
In some cases the books are not complete so it is always a good idea to check first.
Unless you want to have 1000’s of files on your computer, I suggest you take all of these parts and combine them into a single document.
You can use Adobe Acrobat Professional to create them all into a single PDF file if you want, but I found this to be a bit complicated when dealing with multiple parts.

My preferred method is to copy and paste the parts into a single Microsoft Word document and save the book. By using office you can copy and paste front cover graphics as well as embedded maps etc.

Open a new Office (word) Document then highlight and copy the text from the website and paste it into the document. Keep doing this until you have all of the parts in one document then save to your computer.

To convert Word Document to Mobi file.

Open mobipocket > select ‘import’ > select ‘office document’ > find the document on your computer >select ‘open’ > the computer does the conversion automatically. 
Congratulations you have now compiled a mobi file eBook.

The talented writers among us can also do this with their own stories if they wish.

To convert Word documents to Sony file
First convert the word document to mobi (prc) file then open Calibre. Select ‘add’ >find the .prc file on your computer> select ‘open’.

Still within Calibre highlight the book title you wish to convert > select ‘convert’ > select ‘OK’ > the computer does the conversion to .lrf automatically.

Congratulations you have now created a Sony eReader file from a word document.
